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PURPOSE: The Purpose and Intent of this Invitation for Bid is to establish a firm-fixed delivered price
contract with one (1) qualified source for the procurement and delivery of one (1) built-to-
specifications Walk-In Cooler/Freezer for Gar-Field High School, Prince William County Public
Schools, herein referred to as PWCS, in accordance with the specifications, terms and conditions
stated herein.

BACKGROUND: Prince William County Public Schools is located 35 miles southwest of Washington,
D.C and 80 miles north of Richmond, Virginia. The county encompasses 348 square miles and
stretches from the Potomac River to the Bull Run Mountains.

PWCS enroliment on September 30, 2009 was 76,656 pupils, making it the second largest of 138
school divisions in the Commonwealth of Virginia. The school division is growing at the rate of more
than 1,003 students per year. There are currently 55 elementary schools, 14 middle schools, 10 high
schools, four special education schools, two alternative schools and two specialty schools.

SCOPE OF WORK/SPECIFICATIONS: Contractor shall provide all necessary parts, labor, tools,
materials, equipment and resources as may be needed to provide a built-to-specifications Walk-In
Cooler/Freezer for Gar-Field High School, 14000 Smoketown Road, Woodbridge, VA 22192.
Watk-In shall be a Bally Refrigerated Box, Brand Name only, manufactured per the specifications
below. PWCS will remove the old Walk-In units. PWCS will assemble and install new units and do all
hookups to utilities. PWCS will start-up and test the units. Specifications are as follows:

4.1. Bally Manufacturing, Inc. sectional two compartments cooler/freezer with floor, multi span -
self supporting ceiling. 4" exterior vertical (7°-10") with 4" partition, 4” floor, and 4" ceiling.
Overall dimensions of walk-in shall be 26" 11" x 20' 2 12" x 8’ 6” high.

In accordance with Bally Engineering File number 97224-0-0 DM.

4.2, Foam core panels shall be Underwriters Laboratories listed as having flame spread of 25 or
lower and smoke generation of 450 or lower when tested in accordance with ASTME-84-76
and certified with a UL Label. Panels shall be approved by Factory Mutual as a Class 1
building type. They shall be foamed using expanding agents and shall meet all current
international standards.

4.3. All work and materials shall be in full accordance with local and or state ordinances, and
with any other prevailing rules and regulations. Kitchen Equipment Contractor is
responsible for furnishing items required by the regulations, unless specified or shown on
the Bally drawings or contained in the specifications.

Panels shall consist of interior and exterior metal skins precisely formed with steel dies and
roll form equipment and thoroughly checked with gauges for accuracy. The metal skins
shall be placed in heated molds and liquid urethane injected between them. Urethane shall
be foamed in place (poured, not frothed) and when completely heat cured shall bind
tenaciously to the metal skins to form an insulated panel. Panels shall contain 100 percent
urethane insulation and have no internal wood or structural members between skins. To
ensure tight joints panels, edges must have foamed-in-place tongues and grooves with a
flexible vinyl gasket on the interior and exterior of all tongued edges. Gaskets shall be
resistant to damage from oil, fats, water and detergents and must be NSF-approved Panel
thickness of 4 inches.

Partition Wallls: Insulated 4’-thick metal-clad panels shali be provided to form separate
compartments within the walk-in. A non-conductor strip must be built into all exterior panels
at the joints where partitions butt to prevent transfer of heat from one compartment to
another. Partition panels shall be Speed-lok’d to these panels. Construction shall be as
specified in Section 4.4.

Doors are in fitting and flush mounted. Construction shall be as specified in section 4.4.
Magnetic core, thermoplastic gaskets installed on the top edge and both sides of the door
shall keep the door in a closed position forming a tight seal, a flexible, dual blade wiper
gasket shall be installed at the bottom of the door. NSF-approved gaskets shall be
replaceable and resistant to damage from oil, fats, water and detergent. A heavy U channel
structural steel frame around the perimeter of the door opening shall prevent racking or
twisting; steel frame is to be reinforced for hardware attachment. Anti-condensate heater
wire shall be concealed behind the metal edge of the door jambs. The door panel shall also
include a vapor-proof interior lamp; junction box for 120V, 60 cycle, 1 phase, a.c. service
(15amp maximum); 2" diameter flush face dial thermometer (field mounted on 60" wide
doors). Door hardware includes three spring-loaded self-closing hinges cylinder latch with
provision for padlocking and safety release mechanism; door closer. Door portion of the
door panel is protected by diamond plate kick panels covering the bottom 32" interior and
exterior.

All panels except corner panels shall be made in 23" and 46" widths, fully interchangeable
for fast easy assembly. Panels 112" and 17%4" wide are to be furnished only if required to
fit the allocated space. To assure perfect alignment and maximum strength, corner paneis
shall employ a right angle configuration with exterior horizontal dimensions of 12" on each
side.

Panels shall be equipped with Bally Speed-lok diaphragmatic joining devices. The distance
between locks shall not exceed 46”. Each device shall consist of a cam action, hooked
locking arm placed in one panel and steel rod positioned in the adjoining panel so that
when the arm is rotated the hook engages the rod and draws the panels tightly together
with cam action. Arms and rods shall be housed in individual steel pockets. Pockets on
one side of the panel shall be connected to pockets on the other side in width, by the use of
2" wide metal straps set into and completely surrounded by the insulation. When panels
are joined together these straps shall form lock-to-lock connections for extra strength.

Warranty: Bally shall warrant that any part of the structure it supplies (except the
refrigeration system and its related accessories) is free from defects in materials or
workmanship under norma! use and service. The insulated panel portion of the structure is
warranted free from defects under normal use and service for a period of 10 years and 6
months from the date the product was first shipped by Bally. Panel surface condition is
warranted free from defects under normal use and service for one year from installation,
provided the panel is stored and installed according to Bally’s instructions. Mechanical
(including hardware, gasketing, Speed-Lok assemblies, aluminum weather roofs, and
warranted to be free from defects under normal use and service for one (1) year from date
of installation. (In no case shall this portion of the warranty be in force more than 1 year and
6 months from the date the product was first shipped by Bally.) The warranty shall not
include any labor charges for replacement or repair of defective parts or refrigeration. Full
warranty information is to be provided with the walk-in.

AWARD OF CONTRACT: The award will be made to the responsive and responsible
Bidder providing the lowest total amount for the Bally Walk-In Cooler/Freezer indicated in
the Pricing Schedule, Section 6., and meeting all specifications, terms and conditions stated
herein. Bidder is to state the earliest firm delivery date after receipt of order (ARO). The
date of delivery may be a factor in making an award. PWCS reserves the right to reject
any or all bids, in whole or in part, to waive any informality and to delete items prior to
making the award, whenever it is deemed in the sole opinion of PWCS to be in its best
interest.

BID ACCEPTANCE PERIOD: The bid shall be binding upon the Bidder for a minimum of
60 days following the bid receipt and opening date. Any bid on which the Bidder shortens
the acceptance period may be rejected as determined by the Supervisor of Central
Purchasing Office.

If there are no responsive and responsible Virginia
bidders, then the PWCS Purchasing Agent may, in his or her sole
discretion, readvertise the solicitation, divide the contract among the
bidders (if the solicitation provided for multiple awards), or award a
contract by lot from among the responsive and responsible bidders.
The decision of PWCS to make award to one or more such bidders
shall be final.

VENDOR REGISTRATION: All vendors desiring to provide goods
and/or services to PWCS shall register on-line at
www.pwcs.edu/purchasing. Failure to register will result in the
bid/proposal being non-responsive unless good cause is shown for
the failure to register.

WITHDRAWAL. OF BIDS OR PROPOSALS: A bid/proposal may be
amended and/or withdrawn by a bidder or offeror if the request is
received in writing before the due date and hour. The request must be
signed by a person authorized to represent the vendor or firm that
submitted the bid/proposal. Submission of a subsequent bid/proposal,
unless specifically identified as an additional bid, shall constitute the
withdrawal of any prior one submitted by the same bidder or offeror
on the same Invitation for Bid/Request for Proposal.

Withdrawal of bids/proposals after opening is governed by Code of
Virginia § 2.2-4330. The bidder/offercr shall give notice in writing of
histher claim of right to withdraw his/her bid/proposal within two
business days after the conclusion of the bid opening or receipt of
proposals procedure, and shall submit original work papers with
such notice.

SPECIFICATIONS

QUESTIONS CONCERNING SPECIFICATIONS: Any information
relative to interpretation of specifications and drawings shall be
requested of PWCS in writing, in ample time before the opening of
bids. No inquiries if received by PWCS on or after the fifth day
before the date set for the opening of bids will be given any
consideration. Any material interpretation of a specification, as
determined by PWCS, will be expressed in the form of an
addendum to the specification which will be sent to all prospective
bidders no later than 4:30 p.m. local time on the third day before
the date set for receipt of bids. Oral answers will not be
authoritative.

TESTING AND INSPECTION: PWCS reserves the right to conduct
any test or inspection it may deem advisable to ensure
products/services conform to the specification.

USE OF BRAND NAMES: Unless otherwise provided in the
solicitation, the name of a certain brand, make or manufacturer
does not restrict Bidders/Offerors to the specific brand, make or
manufacturer named, but conveys the general style, type,
character, and quality of the article desired. Any article which
PWCS in its sole discretion determines to be the equal of that
specified, considering quality, workmanship, economy of operation,
color and suitability for the purpose intended, shall be accepted.
The Bidder/Offeror is responsible to clearly and specifically indicate
the product being offered and to provide sufficient descriptive
literature, catalog cuts and technical detail to enable PWCS to
determine if the product offered meets the requirements of the
solicitation. ONLY THE INFORMATION FURNISHED WITH THE
BID/PROPOSAL WILL BE CONSIDERED IN THE EVALUATION.
FAILURE TO FURNISH ADEQUATE DATA FOR EVALUATION
PURPOSES MAY RESULT IN DECLARING A BID/PROPOSAL
NON-RESPONSIVE. Unless the Bidder/Offeror clearly indicates in
its bid/proposal that the product offered is an "equal” product, such
bid/proposal will be considered to offer the brand name product
referenced in the solicitation.

CONTRACT PROVISIONS

ANTI-DISCRIMINATION: By submitting their bid/proposal, the
Bidder/Offeror certifies to PWCS that hefshe will conform to the
provisions of the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, as
well as the Virginia Fair Employment Act of 1975, as amended,
where applicable, the Virginians with Disabilities Act, the Americans
with Disabilities Act and Section 2.2-4311 of the Virginia Public
Procurement Act (WVPPA). In every contract over $10,000 the
provisions in 19.1 and 19.2 below apply:

During the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees as
follows:

19.1  The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee
or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color,
sex, national origin, age, disability, or any cther basis
prohibited by state law relating to discrimination in
employment, except where there is a bona fide
occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the
normal operation of the Contractor. The Contractor agrees
to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
applicants for employment, notices setting forth the
provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

19.2 The Contractor, in all solicitations or adverisements for
employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, will
state that such Contractor is an equal oppartunity amployer.

19.4  The Contractor will include the provisions of 19.1, 19.2 and
19.3 above in every subcontract or purchase order of over
$10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each
subcontractor or vendor.

ANTI-TRUST: By entering into a contract, the Contractor conveys,
sells, assigns, and transfers to PWCS all rights, title and interest in
and to all causes of action it may now have or hereafter acquire under
the antitrust laws of the United States and the Commonwealth of
Virginia, relating to the particular goods or services purchased or
acquired by PWCS under said contract.

APPLICABLE LAWS AND COURTS: This solicitation and any
resulting contract shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, including but not fimited to the Virginia
Public Procurement Act, and any litigation with respect thereto shall
he breught in the courts of Prince William County, Virginia, except to
the extent that Federal Court is appropriate. The Contractor shall
comply with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations,
and be legally authorized to do business in the Commonwealth of
Virginia.

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT.: A contract shall not be assignable
by the Contractor in whole or in part without the written consent of
PWCS.

CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT: PWCS may order changes within
the general scope of the contract at any time by written notice to the
Contractor. Changes within the scope of the contract include, but are
not limited to things such as services to be performed, the method of
packing or shipment and the place of delivery or installation. The
Contractor shall comply with the notice upon receipt. The Contractor
shall be compensated for any additional costs incurred as the result of
such order and shall give PWCS a credit for any resulting savings.
Additionally, an increase or decrease in the price of the contract
resulting from such modification shall be agreed to by the parties as a
part of their written agreement to modify the scope of the contract.

CONTRACT DOCUMENTS/PURCHASE ORDERS: The Contract
entered into by the parties shall consist of the Invitation For
Bid/Request for Proposal, the signed bid/proposal submitied by the
Contractor, the Notice of Award or Purchase Order/Contract, these
General Terms and Conditions and any Special Terms and
Conditions, and the listed specifications and drawings, if any,
including all medifications thereof, all of which shall be referred to
collectively as the Contract Documents. All time limits stated in the
Contract Documents are of the essence of the Contract unless stated
otherwise. Orders against contracts will be placed with the Contractor
on a Purchase Order or Procurement Card.

COOPERATIVE PURCHASING: PWCS may participate in, sponsor,
conduct or administer a cooperative procurement agreement on
behalf of or in conjunction with one or moere other public bodies, or
public agencies or institutions or localities of the several states, of the
United States or its territorias, or the District of Columbia, for the
purpose of combining requirements to increase efficiency or reduce
administrative expenses in any acquisition of goods and services.
Except for contracts for professional services, a public body may
purchase from another public body’s contract even if it did not
participate in the request for proposal (RFP) or Invitation for Bid (iFB),
if the RFP or IFB specified that the procurement was being conducted
on behalf of other public bodies. Nothing herein shall prohibit the
assessment or payment by direct or indirect means of any
administrative fee that will allow for participation in any such
arrangement.

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE: During the performance of this
contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

GUARANTEES & WARRANTIES: All guarantees and warranties
required shall be furnished by the Contractor and shall be delivered
to PWCS before final payment on the contract is made, Unless
otherwise stated, manufacturer's standard warranty applies.

IMMIGRATION REFORM AND CONTROL ACT OF 1986: By
submitting their bid/proposal, Bidders/Offerors certify that they do
net and will not during the perfermance of this contract employ
illegal alien workers or otherwise violate the provisions of the
federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.

INDEMNIFICATION: Contractor shall indemnify, keep and save
harmless PWCS, its agents, officials, employees and volunteers
against claims of injuries, death, damage to property, patent claims,
suits, liabilities, judgments, cost and expenses which may
otherwise accrue against PWCS in consequence of the granting of
a contract or which may otherwise result therefrom, if the act was
caused through negligence, error, omission, or reckless or
intentional misconduct {(or, in the case of intellectual property rights,
by any act done without proper permission) of the Contractor or his
or her employees, or that of the subcontractor or his or her
employees, if any, and the Contractor shall, at his or her own
expense, appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and all
costs and other expenses arising therefrom or incurred in
connection therewith; and if any judgment shall be rendered
against PWCS in any such action, the Contractor shall, at his or her
own expense, satisfy and discharge the same. Contractor
expressly understands and agrees that any performance bond or
insurance protection required by this contract, or otherwise
provided by the Contractor, shall in no way limit the responsibility to
indemnify, keep and save harmless and defend PWCS as herein
provided.

MODIFICATION OF CONTRACT: PWCS may, upon mutual
agreement with the Contractor, issue written modifications to the
scope of work/specifications of this contract, and within the general
scope thereof, except that no modifications can be made which will
result in an increase of the griginal contract price by a cumulative
amount of more than $50,000 or 25%, whichever is greater, without
the advance written approval of the Prince William County School
Board. |n making any modification, the resulting increase or
decrease in cost for the modification shall be determined by one of
the following methods as selected by the Supervisor of Purchasing:

The written modification shall stipulate the mutually-agreed price for
the specific addition to or deletion from the scope of
work/specifications which shall be added to or deducted from the
contract amount.

The written medification shall stipulate the number of unit quantities
added to or deleted from the contract and multiplied by the unit
price which shall be added to or deducted from the contract
amount.

The written modification shall direct the Contractor to proceed with
the work and to keep, and present in such form as PWCS may
direct, a correct account of the cost of the change together with all
