9-10 years No more than 1.5 hours alone 

11-12 years No more than 3 hours alone 

13-15 years May be left alone all day 

16-17 years May be left alone all night or over the weekend 
 

Babysitting Guidelines 
 

Age Time Limit 

13 years May babysit children for up to 4 hours 

14-15 years May babysit over 4 hours/ not overnight/ not weekends
